Corn Griffin Road Paving Debate Gains 
Momentum   by Tom Wynn 

The battle over Corn Griffin Road resurfaced at the 
August City Commission Meeting. , as residents 
demanded, with all respect, of course, action on the 
city’s last unpaved road. Recent rains have turned the 
stretch into a muddy hazard, prompting renewed calls 
for safety improvements. 

Some residents floated the idea of handing the road over 
to Gulf County, hoping the county might have more 
resources to address the issue. Others backed a modest 
gas tax proposed by Commissioner Charley Pettis as a 
way to fund paving without draining the city’s budget. 

“Every rainstorm turns our road into a mud pit — we 
continue asking the city to pave it for safety.” — Corn 
Griffin Road Resident stated in the meeting.  

Corn Griffin Road residents sent their community 
representative to speak for them. In the August City 
Meeting, pressing officials to finally pave the city’s last 
remaining dirt road. After heavy rains, the road becomes 
a muddy mess, riddled with potholes and erosion — a 
growing safety concern for families, school buses, and 
delivery drivers. 

Despite years of requests, the city has yet to prioritize 
the project. Some residents now suggest removing the 
road from city jurisdiction altogether, hoping Gulf 
County might step in. A neighborhood representative 
formally raised the idea, saying county control could 
open the door to new funding and faster action. 

City Engineer and County Commissioner Jack Husband 
confirmed that no state grant money is currently 
available, leaving the city without a clear path forward. 
Budget constraints and competing priorities continue to 

stall progress.  Commissioner Charley Pettis floated a 
small gas tax as a potential funding source. While no 
vote was taken, the proposal sparked discussion as a 
possible way to move the project ahead. 

Council members acknowledged the concerns but 
offered no timeline. Residents left the meeting still 
asking — politely but firmly — for the city to pave Corn 
Griffin Road and make safety a priority. TW
